Mentorship Program
Redland Yurara Art Society offers a free six-month Mentorship Programme to any student 
entering the Youth Art Awards, the idea being that the young artists will benefit from sessions 
supervised by professional artists and tutors in the company of other artists in our friendly art 
society’s studio environment. Although the offer is for six months, due to school commitments 
over the weekends the time can be extended to the full year to suit the availability of the 
student. Times are 11am - 4pm on Sundays.

Our Tutor Robin Wilson is a professional artist and musician holding a current blue card. He 
has been teaching at Yurara for some years and is Vice President of the Society.

Each student’s capabilities are assessed for skills that may require further development.

Any medium can be used, drawing on paper with pencils, charcoal, inks, pen & wash, painting 
with watercolour or pastels, as well as acrylics or oils on canvas.

Each student entering the Youth Art Awards has automatic free membership of Redland 
Yurara Art Society for one year following the October awards. If they enter the following year, 
this continues until the next year’s awards until Year 12, after which Emerging Artists up to age 
21years of age pay a Student Fee of $20 per year. Full Adult Membership is $75 per year.

Membership entitles students to enter the members’ monthly rotating exhibitions which gives 
them experience in a gallery, participate in workshops (there are fees for exhibition entry and 
workshops) and members’ group sessions (free), and receive the monthly newsletter.
